SQL Agent Shortcut

The SQL Agent Shortcut can be used to view information about the SQL Server Agent Jobs
located on the computer running the JAMS Client, as well as jobs located on other servers.

Displaying Jobs

To view the Jobs installed on the current machine, simply select the External Tab on the
JAMS Ribbon Bar and then select the SQL Agent Jobs shortcut. By default, this will display
all the SQL Agent Jobs currently configured on the local machine. If no Jobs are displayed,
there may not be any SQL Agent Jobs configured on the current machine.
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To display the configured Jobs on a remote machine, right click on the shortcut bar, and
choose the Add Shortcut option. Enter a new name for the shortcut.
